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I /A GLOBAL TRAILBLAZER?
The challenges China faces today are daunting.

Never before has a nation starting off from such a low

level of development ever attempted to modernize so

quickly even as it is being asked to make fundamental

changes in its growth strategy to accommodate the
globe’s looming environmental challenges. There is
no precedent to follow. There are no leaders to copy.
Instead, China will by historical circumstances be
forced to become a global trailblazer at the frontier

of sustainable development.

Encouragingly, China has recognized that it can no
longer tollow the traditional development first,
environmental protection later approach, and is

incorporating world’s best practices that will allow

it to continue to develop in a way that is both

resource-efficient and environmentally friendly.

These measures include stricter enforcement of’
energy codes for new buildings; tighter efficiency
standards for appliances; further strengthening of
fuel economy standards for motor vehicles; invest-
ment in mass transit alternatives to private vehicles;
green-design principles for new cities; development
of renewable energy sources; and technologies that

would capture and store carbon dioxide from coal.

To succeed, such policies will require strong new
incentives as well as stiff penalties to force compliance.
Ironically, China’s shift away from a centrally planned
economy has seriously diluted the effectiveness of

central government mandates, especially those on
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energy efficiency and environment. A temptation to get
rich quick challenges enforcement regimens in such a
large and diverse nation where implementing national

goals at the local or provincial level can often prove

difficult.

In a society where the rule of law remains weak,
strengthening the institutional capacity of relevant
regulatory agencies, which are seriously understafted
and under-financed in relation to the scale of energy
and environmental challenges confronting China
today, will remain a top priority for those hoping to
improve energy efficiency and environmental protec-
tion in China. So will nurturing local technical
experts to develop engineering solutions, and leaders
who can help communicate the stakes to a population
that still aspires to the sort of middle-class existence

Americans and Europeans now enjoy.

The world has a stake in China’s success in finding a
sustainable development path. In the interdependent
world in which we live today, our futures are intrinsi-
cally connected. It is in our common interest to assist in
China’s transition. In casting for new and unexpected
solutions to these imposing challenges, China may well
develop their own suite of innovative policies and tech-

nologies that could benefit the world.

More than simply a technological fix, this long-term
effort will require China to find thinkers and strate-
gists who can mobilize a series of adaptive solutions,
as well as significant outside investments to help build
capacity and institutions to implement forward-think-

ing solutions.

In this we can hope that China may someday lead the

world.
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PROGRAMS
AND GRANTS

The Energy Foundation awards
grants and takes direct initiatives
in the electric power, buildings,
transportation, and climate
sectors in the United States.

To help China solve its energy
challenge, the Energy Foundation
also administers the China
Sustainable Energy Program.

In this section, the programs are
described and illustrated with the
grants given in the past year.

THE CHINA SUSTAINABLE ENERGY PROGRAM (CSEP) supports China’s policy efforts to
increase energy efficiency and renewable energy in six sectors: transportation, build-
ings, industry, electric utilities, renewable energy, and low-carbon development paths.
The program strives to build institutional capacity in China to analyze energy-saving
and renewable-energy opportunities, to support policy development furthering energy
efficiency and renewable energy in accordance with China’s policy priorities, and to
assist with the implementation of those policies at both the national and provincial
levels. The program is geared toward helping Chinese agencies and experts solve
energy challenges for themselves, bringing in international expertise when requested.

TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM

The Transportation Program supports China’s policy efforts to reduce
carbon emissions and improve air quality from the transportation sec-
tor by promoting fuel efficient, cleaner vehicles and alternative trans-
portation options, including advanced bus rapid transit systems (BRT).
This includes policy development to encourage advanced, electric-drive
vehicles through stringent fuel economy standards, tighter vehicle emis-
sions regulations, and enhanced research and development budgets. The
program supports development of robust local air emissions monitoring
policies and local “zero-emissions vehicle” incentives to encourage the
most advanced electric drive and hybrid-electric drive automobiles and
buses. The program also responds to the urgent need for transportation
system reform in Chinese cities by encouraging the establishment of
exclusive-lane, station-to-station BRT systems.

BUILDINGS PROGRAM

The goal of the Buildings Program is to encourage construction of ener-
gy efficient buildings, as well as development of efficient appliances and
equipment. The Program supports residential and commercial building
codes development, and implementation and enforcement programs in
Central and South China. The Program also supports appliance efticiency
standards and labeling programs nationwide, including advanced efticien-
cy standards for lighting, refrigeration, air conditioning, office equipment,
etc. This includes support of standards development, implementation, and

enforcement practices.

INDUSTRY PROGRAM

The Industry Program supports China’s goal to decrease energy con-
sumption in large industrial enterprises through energy efficiency per-
formance agreements targeting China’s “Top-1,000 Enterprises,” which
together consume one-third of the nation’s energy. The program also
supports tax and fiscal policy measures to catalyze improved energy per-
formance by enterprises, primarily in the steel and cement industries,
and also supports industrial equipment standards, including efficiency
standards for electric motors, fans, compressors, pumps, and transformers.



ELECTRIC UTILITIES PROGRAM

The Electric Utilities Program supports China’s
efforts to shift power-sector investments away
from fossil-fuel-based electricity generation and
toward end-use energy efficiency and renew-
able energy. The program focuses on capturing
demand-side energy efficiency opportunities
through demand-side management programs—
particularly “energy efficiency power plants” that
directly offset coal-fired power plants by instead
investing in more efficient end-use equipment
and appliances—public benefits wires charges,
clean-energy technology tax incentives, distrib-
uted generation policy mechanisms, and integrat-
ed resource planning policy development. The
Electric Utilities Program strives to implement
policy mechanisms that make energy efficiency
profitable to utilities, and is responsive to pro-
vincial efforts to develop and implement energy
efficiency and renewable-energy policy pilots

to serve as national examples. The program also
emphasizes coal gasification with carbon dioxide
and sequestration policy development in order to
help China commercialize carbon-neutral coal
technologies.

RENEWABLE ENERGY PROGRAM

The Renewable Energy Program supports China’s
policy efforts to encourage bulk purchases of
renewable energy by China’s electric utilities
and independent power producers in order to
drive down costs and speed commercialization
of renewable energy technologies. The program
encourages the development and implementa-
tion of new renewable energy policies that estab-
lish aggressive targets for national and provincial
renewable energy deployment, including renew-
able portfolio standards (a.k.a. mandatory market
share), public benefits wires charges, wind con-
cession programs, and renewable energy pricing
regulations.

LOW-CARBON DEVELOPMENT PATHS

China’s energy planning demands an integrated per-
spective. What contributions can energy efficiency
and renewable energy make to China’s development
goals? What are the employment impacts of different
energy policies? What are the public health costs

associated with coal- or oil-dominated energy devel-

opment? The Low-Carbon Development Paths

Program focuses on developing analytic tools to help
China’s energy planners anticipate the future impacts
of today’s policy decisions. The program supports the

development of sustainable energy scenarios and the

policies necessary to achieve them, as well as analyses

of “all-in” social and public health costs associated
with China’s energy policy decisions. The program

has supported scenarios for China’s carbon emissions

over the 2000-2020 time frame, and articulation of
the policies necessary for achieving cost-effective
carbon reductions.

SUSTAINABLE CITIES PROGRAM

The Sustainable Cities Program is aimed at help-
ing China design and develop environmentally
sustainable cities. The Program emphasizes green
communities, transit-oriented development (TOD),
and green buildings. The goal of the program is
to avoid the sprawl, car-oriented development
patterns of the West and to define a low-energy,
low-carbon development path in China’s urban
planning to ensure that cities—especially new
development areas—follow a compact, controlled
development pattern with support by mass public
transit, such as bus rapid transit (BRT) systems.

Power generation by electric utilities in the United States takes a severe
toll on the environment. U.S. power plants discharge nearly three-quarters
of the country’s acid rain emissions (sulfur dioxide), over one-third of its
greenhouse-gas emissions (carbon dioxide), one-third of its smog emissions
(nitrogen oxide), one-third of its particulate matter, half of its nuclear waste,
and one-quarter of its toxic heavy metals.

Renewable energy technologies, such as wind, geothermal, photovoltaic,
and biomass have made major advances in the past decade. With forward-
looking policies, they could play a large role in meeting future U.S. energy
needs. Renewable energy costs have dropped while reliability and perfor-
mance have improved dramatically. In addition, wind power has emerged as
an important source of rural economic development in many parts of the
country. The modular nature of wind power makes it possible for farmers
and ranchers to own wind farms, making energy a form of value-added
agriculture.

Energy efficiency is a powerful means of meeting current and future
demand for electric power and natural gas. Experience shows that energy
can be saved for around half the cost of generating that electricity or
supplying natural gas. Over time, between one-third and one-half of
current U.S. electricity consumption could be saved through energy effi-
ciency, and natural gas consumption can be cut by more than ten percent.

TRANSPORTATION

The Energy Foundation promotes policies that reduce vehicle global
warming pollution and oil consumption. Our Transportation Program
seeks to make today’s vehicles more efficient while also pressing for an
aggressive transition to advanced vehicles and low-carbon fuels.

New technologies and fuels have the potential to greatly reduce trans-
portation oil use and global warming pollution. Advanced vehicle tech-
nologies, including better engines and transmissions and the increasingly
popular hybrid electric vehicles, are making their way onto American
roads and must be strongly encouraged. Nonpetroleum fuels offer great
potential as well. Advanced biofuels—liquid fuels from farm waste or
non-food crops like switchgrass—are a particularly promising option for
displacing oil imports and reducing global warming pollution.

Policy leadership at the state and federal levels is needed to help com-
mercialize this new suite of technologies, build vibrant new markets,
reduce oil imports, and rein in global warming pollution.

The Transportation Program makes grants to promote federal and state
policies that reduce global warming pollution from conventional vehicles
and encourage advanced vehicles and fuels. State-level funding places
special emphasis on California, the only state with regulatory authority
over vehicle emissions, and on replication of California’s vehicle regula-
tions in other states.

The Transportation Program maintains a special grant portfolio to support
the development of low-carbon fuels. Grants in this program aim to:

= Develop model policies that expand state, federal, and private research
and commercialization efforts around low-carbon fuels;

= Analyze the potential economic and environmental benefits from
advanced biofuels;

» Build regional networks of farm groups as a new voice for the rural
economic development, oil security, and environmental benefits of
advanced biofuels; and

» Understand and promote the most sustainable path for large-scale

biofuels development.

= The foundation does not fund the research and
development of technology (e.g., funds to develop
hybrid automobiles or commercialization of an
invention).

= The foundation does not fund demonstration projects
(e.g., model solar homes).

= The foundation does not fund community energy
projects.

= The foundation does not fund endowments or debt
reduction, nor does it make general-support grants.
The foundation does not support annual fund-raising
campaigns or capital construction. The foundation
does not support the planning, renovation, main-
tenance, retrofit, or purchase of buildings; the
purchase of equipment; or the acquisition of land,
even if the intent is to save energy.

Because the foundation’s funding priorities are specialized,
we recommend that all applicants carefully review these
guidelines. If you are not sure whether your proj-
ect fits the guidelines, we encourage you to write

a brief letter of inquiry describing the project, its
purpose, and the amount you are requesting. We
will notify you if a full proposal is warranted.

If your work is in China, please contact the Energy
Foundation at either office or visit our website for
our China Sustainable Energy Program guidelines.

If you are confident that your project fits within the
guidelines, we do not require a letter of inquiry. Please
send us the application form (last page), one copy of your
proposal, and the supporting documents listed below.

THE PROPOSAL

Except for work in China, we have no fixed format for
proposals. Use the form that best conveys the strengths of
your project. In general, a complete proposal includes the
following:

= a clear statement of the need(s) or problem(s) to be

addressed
= target decisionmaker(s)

= timeline
= results you expect from your project

= project budget—including a brief explanation of the
budget, a list of other sources of actual and potential
funding for the project, and a description of plans to

= how you will determine whether your project is
successful

= history of organization, including mission and goals

DEADLINES

The foundation’s Board of Directors meets three times a
year (the first week of March, the last week of June, and
the first week of November). We accept proposals on a
continuous basis. There are no specific deadlines. However,
in order to consider a proposal for inclusion in a specific
docket, we need to receive proposals approximately twelve
weeks in advance of the next board meeting. Please keep
in mind that it takes us approximately four weeks to review
proposals and inquiries and to contact you with a response.
